Reading: As always, reading is an essential part of your child’s education and works as a 

partnership between school and home. The children have quality reading time regularly 

where they read to an adult and receive feedback, as well as reading lessons and 

reading activities. Please encourage your child to read every night, or as much as 

possible. Questioning them on the book they are reading is an effective way to help 

develop their reading skills. There is a bookshelf placed in your child’s reading record 

where they should write the book title on once a book has been completed. When 3 

books have been written on to the sheet, they will then receive a raffle ticket and be 

placed in to the reading prize draw.  

 

Maths and English: Each week children will be sent home with a Maths and English 

book. A text will be sent each week with which tasks or pages they are to complete. 

Homework books will be sent home on a Thursday and should be returned no later than 

Monday. We encourage children to look at their homework on a Thursday so any 

questions can be asked Friday to enable them to complete it on time. The tasks set will 

consolidate learning in the classroom. If your child struggles with any of the activities, 

please write a note so that we can go through this with them in class. 

 

Spellings: A weekly home learning spelling task will be sent home each week on 

Thursday. Children will be familiar with the content of this, having learnt the spelling 

rule 3 times in class that week before the task comes home. There will be no weekly 

spelling test.  

 

Times Tables: In Year 3 we have a daily focus on different times tables throughout 

the year. Please see the overview below for the weekly focus covered in class. In 

addition to weekly homework, times tables activities will be set on TT Rockstar’s and 

Purple Mash to help with rapid recall of multiplications - you can use these resources at 

home as often as you like!

Children will be able to attend school in full PE Uniform on their 2 timetabled PE days -
